One of the joys of writing a Will is the ability to make a commitment to the continuation of the priorities and values one has cherished during a lifetime.

We at Trinity Church are grateful for the legacy left to us by our predecessors and believe that we have a similar responsibility for future generations.  We therefore approve and support an active ministry of planned giving for the benefit of Trinity and its parishioners. 

Planned Giving is a concept grounded in stewardship.  As Christians, we hope to practice the kind of giving that reflects our grateful response to God’s goodness.  One way most active Christians do this is through regular financial support of their church during their lifetimes.  Thinking beyond this life by making a provision for the continuing financial support of our Christian community is a natural extension of such faithful stewardship.

Making a planned gift can be accomplished through a bequest in your Will (or a codicil) or through planned giving such as a life insurance designation, gift of retirement plan assets, gift of pooled income fund, gift annuity, charitable trust, and/or living/testamentary Trust.  Details regarding these types of gifts can be obtained by contacting the church office.  The hope is that the circle of those who wish to share their blessings with the church through such a bequest or gift will be continually expanded.

Example bequest language - Please feel free to change the numbers or percentages as you desire.

1. Bequest of cash:  "I bequeath the sum of $10,000 to Trinity Episcopal Church of Arlington, Virginia."

2. Bequest of a percent of the estate:  "I devise and bequeath 20% of the remainder and residue of property owned at my death, whether real or personal, and wherever located to Trinity Episcopal Church in Arlington, Virginia."

3. Contingent Bequest:  "If my brother John Doe survives me, I devise and bequeath 20% of the remainder and residue of property owned at my death, whether real or personal, and wherever located to John Doe. If John Doe does not survive me, then I devise and bequeath 20% of my residuary estate, whether real or personal property and wherever located to Trinity Episcopal Church in Arlington, Virginia."
