Our Beginnings

In May 1980, the Vestry of Trinity Episcopal Church established the Trinity
Episcopal Children’s Center (TECC). This Center traces its origins back to
the 1950's when a group of Trinity parishioners decided to provide day care
service for neighborhood and parish children. The Center was established
as a non-profit organization and missionary outreach ministry of Trinity
Episcopal Church.

At Trinity's initiation, the preschool suspended operations on July 15,
2007. This temporary suspension of operations enabled us to (1) redefine
mission and educational goals; (2) recruit new staff; and (3) address
renovation and maintenance issues best addressed when the school is
unoccupied.

The school now has been renamed and its mission redefined. We are the
Trinity School of Early Leaning.

Trinity School of Early Learning is a Christ-centered Episcopal school
nurturing a diverse community of multiple faiths and nationalities, ages 2 ¥
to 5. We honor the dignity, diversity and individual needs of the whole child
as we prepare her or him for entry into kindergarten. Our program provides
a creative and developmentally appropriate environment to promote the
social, emotional, spiritual, cognitive and physical growth of our students.

As was the case with TECC, the Trinity School of Early Learning is under
the general supervision of the rector of Trinity Episcopal Church who also
serves as TSEL Headmaster. Day to day operations are the responsibility
of the Center’s executive director while the Board of Directors of TSEL and
the Vestry of Trinity Episcopal Church provide overall policy and
management guidance.

In August 2007, TSEL hired our new Executive Director, Mrs. Deborah
Ellis.

We held our first Open House for TSEL on May 14 and 17, 2008.

Summer Camp began on June 2 with the fall semester class beginning on
September 2, 2008.
