Be still and know that God is God.

It is a good message for people of
faith.

We have our
unexpected illnesses, our marriage
rifts, children that rebel, friends who
desert and employers that downsize.
We experience seasons of growth an
decline, life and death, even periods ¢f
stagnation when it appears nothing is
happening at all. We may even somg
times end up feeling helpless as we
are tossed back and forth and blown here and there.

You can imagine my surprise and delight when |
walked past the patio door on the morning of toenst
and saw that my presumed lifeless Christmas caedss
full of buds — everywhere.

| came back when the storm
had quieted down. My plant was
nowhere to be found. All that re-
mained on the table upon which it
had once sat was the green trash bag
that draped the table to protect it
from the elements. | resolved to put
on my rain gear and head down to
the ground floor to retrieve any re-
maining plant parts.

But first | stepped out onto the
patio for one last look . . .and there it
was. Hidden from plain view, nestled up againetliase
of the table, gently embraced by the plastic, met meas-
ure of dirt disturbed, not one bulb missing.

conversation.

Though we went to many other places like Iglesia de

Santa Maria in Arlington (where we experienced &wo
ship service entirely in Spanish and wonderful tasify)
and the Roosevelt Memorial around the Tidal Basia,
pilgrimage that struck me the most was Emory United
Methodist Church.

Emory reminds me of Trinity in many ways; it has a
multi-cultural congregation and is in an area wiraeay
people are transient. Emory struggled with wantang
build and develop their neighborhood, but did rnoaw
how it would come together or how it would be fudde

the neighborhood to find out what people wanted and
needed most. Out of their seeking grew Emory Beaton
Light (EBOL), which offers the community a wide ggn
of services to enhance the economic and socidityitd
the neighborhood. Some of the programs offered by
EBOL include the Transitional Housing Program, the
Mini Walk for the Homeless, Immigration Servicdse t
Storefront Improvement Program, the Small Busizess
Commercial Corridor Partnership, the Crime & Drug-P
vention Program, the American Cancer Society Breast
Cancer Awareness Program, and the Efi Barry HIV/AID
Awareness Program.

Emory United Methodist Church is inspirational to
me and is a great example of what we learned akwe
We learned that urban churches should find out wieat
neighborhood needs and wants and give it to theen. W
learned that if you strengthen spirituality firseeything
else will fall into place. We learned to follow deof the
Gospels.
