Trinity Launches Weekly Sandwich

Ministry — Volunteers Still Needed

Now in its 7" week, Trinity’s sandwich ministry for the
day laborers in Shirlington is off to an excellstdrt. Each
Sunday, a team of sandwich makers prepare Monday's
lunch for at least 50 men who wait and hope todbected

As the jobless rate reached ung, \yori that day. But there has been very lititerk this

winter. Those who come to the shelter next to iVeénie
in Shirlington have little or no money fwesd

What does the Sandwich Ministry entail? Looking fo
sales/best prices and shopping for the necessppjiss,
which include food service gloves, brown paper bégd
over sandwich bags, mustard and mayonnaise, lueelt, m
cheese, peanut butter and jelly or jam, fruit, magpknd a
granola bar or small desert.

Do you like to shop? The only item that must be pu
chased weekly is the fruit. Just this past weekinT
Springs Fruit Farm agreed to sell us a half bush&ksh,
seasonal fruit—this week medium Fuji apples--atueim
discounted rate.

How many volunteers does it take and what do they
do? Ideally, each week we need four to six sandwiak-
ers and one bagger. Everything but the meat ageseh
sandwich goes into the bag on Sunday. On Mondapmo
ing, someone is needed to come over to the chiirahoat
10:00 a.m. and place the refrigerated meat/chesse s
wiches in the bags, folder the bag tops over aadegihem
in boxes or bags to be picked up by a staff merfrber
the Shirlington Employment and Education CentelHSE
So far, SEEC’s Executive Director, Andres Tobas ha
come himself to pick up the lunches—usually between
10:30 and 11:15 a.m.

How long does it take? An experienced crew of B 0
can do the job in perhaps a little over an holirtakes
about two hours for a team of three or four.

Worship Space Challenges (cont.)

Distance gap between congregation and choir creates disconnect with each as “self contained” entities
| don’t know of any challenges we have in the worship space. Ideally, we could use dedicated seating
for acolytes in the chancel. Our narthex is too small. Occasionally, acolytes have trouble closing the
altar rail.
Seeing the choir director and being heard by the congregation. The choir does not sing at the altar or
behind the altar rail.
Altar Rail/Area-altar gate is stiff and sometimes difficult to close/lock. Walking up and/or around the
stairs can be challenging especially for those with mobility issues.
Narthex — is too small. There is not sufficient room to move around with even a small number of people
there. There is not space to easily have fellowship/coffee hour. For funerals, gathering and moving
space is tricky with a casket.
In the Narthex — the switch controlling most of the lights in the Worship Space is located in the Narthex.
This switch needs to be replaced, as it is (a) defective; (b) unreliable; and (c) so “user unfriendly” that it
is all but impossible to operate. In fact, it requires a person of exceptional mechanical ability to use it.
Step up (to altar/chancel) is nice but not handicap accessible — bringing the altar down diminishes holi-
ness
When choir is down on nave floor, there is an emptiness by the altar which emphasizes the loneliness
up there.
Experience an emptiness from folks in the pews — they seem far away. Having pews facing forward in-
creases sense of isolation. Having pews face one another or some other semi-circle arrangement might
improve connection — need to bring all of “that” together
Accessibility to choir chancel
Dangerous steps to altar
No rail going up to the altar
Need flexibility to accommodate orchestra when we have one
Sound amplification — can’t hear what preacher is saying if you are behind the pulpit — sound muffled —
being down in the nave gets better
Need space dedicated for bell choir

Better visibility of the baptismal font (something to highlight)
Removal of a few pews. Where could we store them to use for other events when we would have more
people?
Brochures and pamphlets need to be more visible
Information boards and brochures grouped together in special area of chancel?
Steps to the altar are a problem for those persons who are physically challenged
There is no sense of intimacy because people are spread out around the church
Lots of open spaces in pews, reinforces small congregation

The prospect of extending the chancel would appeal to me for many reasons, none of which have any-
thing to do with the regular Sunday worship except that those coming for communion would not be so
crowded. It would, however, facilitate having the choir pews turned more toward the worshipers, and if
the organ were moved out further the director could still see the choir members. It would also accom-
modate your various seasonal pageants and the Columbia Pike Community Chorus.
